Crime curb success  

 

Thereôs good news on the 
crime fighting front. In the 
first nine months of this 

working year (April -
December 2009) overall 
crime in Poole was down one 

per cent on the same time 

the previous year.  

  Thatôs a good achievement in 
tough economic times.        

Successes  include: 

serious violent crime 

down 57%  

alcohol -related assaults 

down 19%  

thefts from vehicles 

down 15%  

theft of vehicles down  

12% 

assaults with less      

serious injury down 

10% 

domestic abuse down 

7%. 

Some crimes have gone up in 

the first nine months of the 
year. But action is underway 

to tackle them. These include:      

ά dwelling burglaries       

Prevention measures such as 
street signs and leaflet drops, 

follow-up advice to victims 
and improvements in forensic 
detection are expected to curb 

this increase. 

¤ anti -social behaviour  

This is mainly caused by a 
high in summer 2009. In      

October-December ASB and 
criminal damage reached their 
lowest levels for more than 

three years. Much of the 
credit can be attributed to 
partnership activities, with a 

focus on community involve-
ment, youth activities and 
awareness raising through the 

Safe Schools and              

Communities initiative.     

While arson has significantly 

reduced over the last three 
years, work continues to raise 
public awareness and safety 

through multi-agency task 
forces. Surveillance and  
monitoring have increased at 

known risk areas. 

Overall, partnership work is 

paying off. Poole is still one 
of the safest places in the 

UK to live and work.   

Move over  
Itôs official. Safer Poole           
Partnership now has a new 
home. The co-ordinating team, 
employed by the Borough of 
Poole, has moved to the new 
police station on Wimborne 

Road, where weôre based on 
the second floor. The move 
away from the Civic Centre 
should see closer links with the 
Police and Fire Service whoôre 
based at the building, and     
increase the sense of          
partnership working.
